From the day we moved into our cottage in Croscombe ten years ago we knew
this was a very special community. There were welcome cards in our letterbox
and our neighbours invited us to join them at the Charter Market that day.
Everyone was so welcoming and we soon learnt that there were many groups,
societies and classes we could get involved in, as well as events held in the
village hall, live music at the George and special nights at The Cross, where |
ended up cooking for pop-up suppers for several years. The local school is also
important in keeping the village alive and it’s great so see many young families
moving here and sending their children to the school.

| have had a stall at our Charter market selling cakes, bakes, preserves and
edible gifts for the last 9 years, and for four of those | was also the market
manager. During lockdown when the market wasn’t possible, | baked bread
and cakes weekly which initially were delivered by my husband Mick on his
bike, then as the orders increased were distributed from my kitchen window.
As customers gathered outside to collect their orders it also became a socially
distanced space for neighbours to exchange news and have a much-needed
chat.

Getting involved in the creation of our community orchard has been incredibly
rewarding. The day the trees were planted by the families who sponsored
them, the pruning days and the picnics held in such peaceful surroundings
were all wonderfully happy events. Many trees were planted to remember a
wedding day, a loved one and even a special variety of apple was planted to
commemorate the coronation of King Charles. It’s such a shame that picnics
have not been allowed this summer, but | hope we can resume next year. As
it’s next to the cemetery the orchard is a good place to sit for a few moments
of reflection after visiting a loved one.

Being part of Dream Team has been a particular joy. Our small group of women
(and their supportive spouses!) put on usually crazy fundraising events in the
village hall every winter. So far we have raised funds for our local food banks,
the village playground fund, Ukraine, Children’s hospice south west and more.
This year we had decided to have a break but somehow find ourselves running
a Christmas Ceilidh in the village hall on Saturday 6 December with posh
ploughman’s and mince pies. | don’t know how that happened but the blame
has landed on me!

Wildlife Habitats

...... When retirement comes around many folk need something to fill the gap
that's left when employment no longer occupies their time. For one
Croscombe resident it was the need to help our ever challenged wildlife that
provided the means of plugging that gap. Jim Scott, after reading up on the
subject started building bird boxes and bug houses in a friend's old cow barn
he converted into a workshop. Not the garden ornament type, but practical
designs that work and avoid any preservatives or paint, as is specified by many
trusts and organisations concerned for the well being of our natural realm.
That was five years ago and since then the wildlife habitats coming out of that
drafty old barn have grown to include different types of owl boxes,
woodpecker boxes, hedgehog houses, dormouse nest boxes, bat roosting
boxes, kestrel boxes, swift nesting boxes, and more. And now, with the
successful reintroduction of pine martens, their unique nesting boxes are on
the drawing board ready for when there's a need (.....they've already been
caught on camera trap in the Mendips!!)

These wildlife habitats can be seen at Wells indoor market once or twice a
month, and at the Croscombe charter markets, where, by chance Jim met a
consultant from one of England's largest forestry management companies who
now, as do some conservancy organisations, use his various habitats for re-
wilding projects. At these markets he spends far more time answering
questions about the correct placement and environments for each type of box,
or discussing why slug pellets and certain pesticides are the wrong way to go,
than actually selling any habitats. But that's all part of helping nature
overcome man's damaging encroachment. With over 600 habitats now having
left that old cow barn, Jim hopes his little retirement pastime is, in its own
small way, making a difference in helping our wildlife endure. If you'd like to
chat with him his email is tortolajim@hotmail.com.

Croscombe flood group

England’s warmest June on record and the UK’s second warmest since 1884
Back in July the thermometer in our garden was saying 29.7°Cin the shade and
with sunshine and temperature records being broken regularly now, it is clear
our climate is changing and becoming more unpredictable. Even with the
recent rain the water tables are very low, however if the ground is very dry it
does not soak up the water quickly so isolated thunderstorms and downpours
can generate a lot of runoff in the Sheppey catchment area very quickly.

So if your property borders the river or you have a risk of flooding, check your
personal flood plan is up to date, your flood prevention equipment is easy to
get hold of and not buried at the bottom of the shed and you don't have any
large tarpaulins, buckets and other items in an area where they can wash away.
Please also check the riverbanks, clear away brambles, repair and repoint walls,
remove any large er boulders or blockages from the river and check drains are
working.

The Croscombe Flood Group carried out a ‘dry run’ for using the flood barriers
recently purchased but we have had a slight setback on our plans for a new
access chamber in the culvert, we were hoping to have completed the work by
the end of September but due to some unforeseen delays we have yet to start
and have been advised by the EA that no works can be undertaken during the
eel migratory period running from October to the start of June

If you need any advice or help, please remember you can contact the
Croscombe Flood Group via Paul Hodge of Croscombe Parish Council.

Finally, a request to everyone to help reduce water runoff, please keep drains
and ditches clear and consider whether you can replace hard standing areas
with grass or water gardens. This is becoming increasingly important with yet
more houses being built within the Sheppey Catchment area!

Voice of the Villages — Louise Ashcroft

It was late autumn when | first heard the call to allotment. A brisk walk up Neat
Lane took me to Pilton Allotments. There, under a bright November sky, |
viewed Plot 6A — doing its own thing with no discernible path but lots of
potential. | felt an immediate kinship. A few weeks later | signed a tenancy
agreement. Plot 6A and | had one year to get to know each other. | bought a
spade, green wellies and a poetry book about soil. Here’s what happened...

Now, the thing I've learnt about soil is that it is very accepting, as is the
allotment community. Whilst | didn’t have allotment experience, | did have
basic gardening skills, | could sew, and had a love of poetry. Consequently, the
inspiration for the plot’s design/cultivation came from patchwork quilting,
medieval poet’s thoughts on companion planting and weed management tips
from Wordsworth. Not very Gardeners’ Question Time, admittedly. And whilst
there were confessions to the compost bin when things failed, pleads to the
cauliflowers to grow a head — they didn’t, and astonishment at how slugs could
eat in one night all the ten lettuces | had just planted — there was the wonder
and magic of growing which had me hooked.

So hooked that when rock was found on the plot - snoozing at a quarter of a
spade deep for 1msq - | picked up a mattock and chipped away, bidding it to
yield through misted safety goggles. My husband and fellow plot-holders
encouraged and helped, until finally the rock was gifted to various
gardening/building projects in the village. The harvest came. The hope of
growing my family’s health with organic home-produce was there in my
baskets of lettuce, beans and chard. It tasted like the sweetness of life. Then,
the unexpected harvest. | was new to the village. The tending of Plot 6A was
helping me become part of a landscape and a community. Three years on and
the cauliflowers have heads, there are fewer confessions to the compost bin,
and the slugs and | have come to an understanding. | continue to be inspired
by the friendships, knowledge and plots of Pilton’s allotmenteers, and the
sense of freedom, peace and magic you find up there. I'm so grateful to have
heard its call, drifting down Neat Lane:

“Come forth into the light of things,
Let Nature be your teacher.”
Wordsworth (poet-gardener)
