Bhopal Medical Appeal

We're happy to be doing our usual BMA stall, opening onto Pylle Road, for the
village Jumble Trail on Bank Holiday Monday May 4™. In the words of Jared
Stoughton, one of the charity’s organisers:

‘The Bhopal Medical Appeal is a registered UK charity that provides free
medical care to survivors of the 1984 Union Carbide gas disaster in Bhopal,
India. Founded in 1994 after an appeal in the Guardian, the proceeds were
used to set up the Sambhavna Trust clinic. Recognising that medical drugs
could take a further toll on the bodies of those with organ damage from
exposure to Carbide’s toxins, Sambhavna has pioneered the use of traditional
ayurvedic medicinal remedies, yoga therapy, and steam therapy alongside
modern medicines. These remedies are created on-site using ingredients
grown in their medicinal herb garden, and the centre is run on a sustainable
model powered by solar energy and natural gas from recycled food waste.
Since 2006, we also fund the Chingari Trust Children’s clinic, which provides
physiotherapy, speech therapy, occupational therapy and special education to
children with congenital disabilities from families affected by the gas disaster
or subsequent water contamination. More than 150 children attend each day
to receive care, learn, and play.

If you wish to support our work, even a small donation has the power to
transform the life of a survivor of the world’s worst industrial disaster.’

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Update from Tessa Munt, MP for Pilton, Croscombe and

North Wootton

Hello everyone,

2 Thank you! Many of you wrote to me about
banning social media for the under 16s. This is
' beyond party politics. The Government must do
more to hold social media companies to account
for protecting our children and young people,
whose health and welfare should come before
these giants’ mega-profits.

Here in Somerset, | joined a South West Ambulance Service crew on shift. It
was humbling to spend time with this dedicated team and | learned a lot about
their jobs. The Health Secretary praised our Ambulance Service in Parliament
for its improved response times in December.

Whilst at A&E, local Paramedic Science graduates explained how difficult it was
to find a job. Only 8 of 120 graduates from their year at Uni found work in their
chosen field. Back in Westminster, | questioned the Health Secretary about this
problem, which he acknowledged.

In Parliament, I've asked the Cancer Minister about collecting data so we
understand cancer treatment waiting times better — often radiotherapy is
followed by surgery or by a course of drugs, but only the first treatment target
is measured which distorts the statistics for response times.

| voiced my dismay at yet another Government apology for WASPI women as
Ministers decided not to pay a penny in compensation for the mistreatment of
this group. At £1,000 to £2,950 for each woman affected, it’s hardly a high cost
for justice.

I've also asked about:

* pbuilding on flood plains and the risk to future insurance cover for homes

* Parole Board hearings, an alleged leak of Court reporting data, planned
reductions in jury trials

* freehold and leasehold changes for residents in care-led retirement living
apartments

* MPs’ votes on the Gibraltar Treaty

* treatment for those with severe and very severe ME

*releasing the records relating to Andrew Mountbatten-Windsor’s
appointment as a UK Trade Envoy

*ceasing Bereavement Support Payments after 18 months for widowed
parents, especially those with very young children

Voice of the Villages — Howard Sleap

When Pat and | moved to Croscombe over 40 years ago we decided that we
should try to join in village activities so, when we saw a poster announcing a
meeting for those interested in a pantomime we went along. We expected to
be backstage or front of house; instead we landed parts and this led to us
being drawn into Croscombe and Dinder Frolics.

In those days Frolics did far more than amateur dramatics although they did
some Reviews in Dinder hut. There was the annual Croscombe Hill Run, a
summer silly event such as the search for the source of the River Sheppy, a
medieval banquet in the Landmark Trust property off Church Street and we
provided a Village Christmas Tree. On Boxing Day we put on a performance
on the back of a curtain-sider truck parked across the bottom of Rock Street.
Notable shows had been a Wild West Show and the rescue of a maiden from
a wicked knight. The ones that we remember were The Sound of Music, The
Jungle Book and a Miss World contest. Changes in the law put paid to Boxing
Day as road closure acts and the need for more marshals than we had
members allied with diminishing numbers thanks to the Sales starting on
Boxing Day. The Hill run went as many of the runners were concentrating
their efforts on training for the London Marathon and the medieval banquet
became unviable because of rising costs. We tried it in the Village Hall but it
didn’t have the same atmosphere.

For a few years we did an Afternoon Tea, initially in the gardens of Parsonage
House and then at the Old Rectory. These proved popular but became too
much of the same thing. Again, for a few years, we ran a Clay Pigeon shoot
which also proved popular mainly for its cooked breakfasts as much as
anything.

Over the years we have continued to put on reviews from time to time and
presented short comedy plays and farces. Continuing in that tradition in
recent times there have been the Murder Mysteries. Still, it was with
considerable regret that we had to cancel the pantomime this year as we had
no director, musical director, lead props person or costumier. We have
always tried to put on pantos not just for the entertainment but to develop
confidence amongst the youngsters of the village.

It will also be
very useful for weddings, parties and other events. Thank you Frolics
and we wish you well with your Murder Mystery in April.

Our recent grant applications have got off to a good start with a local charitable
fund offering us £3000 towards to Solar PV project . This offer is open for 12
months, so to receive this grant we must have raised the outstanding amount
and complete the project by March 2027. There is still a lot of work to raise the
full amount of £24,000 but we are hopeful that we will be successful. We are
waiting on other submitted applications and will be applying for several more.
Some smaller grant funds are held by local organisations or families. These
grants tend not to be advertised and are only discovered through word of
mouth. If you know of any of these types of grants, please let the village hall
know and we will check out whether we would be eligible to apply. As fuel
prices are likely to rise further, the Solar PV project is becoming even more
urgent, our goal is to reduce our energy costs and keep the Village Hall
affordable for all.

We would like to take this opportunity to thank some of the wonderful
villagers who have been supporting us and helping with the ongoing fund
raising. Michael and Gill Flack, Jamie Bevan, Liz Lewis, Lisa Western, Pam Keen
and Alison Hodges for our friendly monthly coffee mornings with amazing
cakes. Also thank you to Imelda and lan North for the Mendip Arts coffee and
a well stocked Film Night bar. These events would not be possible without you
all, thank you.

Senior Citizens

talk on the history of Field House, in Shepton Mallet. She is actually the
manager there.

It was originally called Moorland Villa with plans to change in 1840 by the Aglin
family. In 1872 it was taken over by Joseph Allen & Sons, cheese and corn
merchants in the high street, Shepton Mallet. From that time was the
introduction of snowdrops in the town by John Allen who became known as
the snowdrop king. In 1902 Mr and Lady Berryman (brother and sister) then
owned Field House and helped many in need adults and children. In 1956
Francis Berryman bequeathed the property for the elderly of Shepton Mallet
with £12,908 to refurbish it into a home for eleven people in need. 1991
Somerset Care took it over and Karen became manager. It is a not for profit
making establishment, no shareholders, all money goes back into the building
and residents. It now has 36 rooms all singularly occupied with most being
ensuite. Recently two residents celebrated their 103rd birthdays.

Karen passed around many photos from past and present of the building and
it's surroundings. It contains substantial grounds and lovely gardens including
a vegetable garden which residents are encouraged to help if they so wish.

It was a wonderful history of this unique property with a big thank you to Karen
for going to so much trouble. It was followed by our usual homemade biscuits
from one of our members, Barbara and a well earned cup of tea.
